The Authority drafts the National Radio Frequency Allocation Table (adopted by the Government) and is also responsible for radio spectrum management including international coordination, establishment of usage conditions, frequency assignment, monitoring and supervision. Assignment of radio frequencies for broadcasting is done together with the Lithuanian Radio and Television Commission that issues broadcasting licences.

The Communications Regulatory Authority has been set up under the Law on Telecommunications and in line with the European Union regulatory framework and was officially registered on 1 May 2001.
