This study was conducted jointly by Analysys Consulting, DotEcon and Hogan & Hartson. It was launched in October 2003 and closed in May 2004. It considers in particular whether there are benefits from a co-ordination of approaches on EU level and attempts to identify the main issues to be addressed in this respect.
